Dr. Alshaar argues in this
article that both philosophy
and religion, as envisioned by
al-Tawhidi and his
contemporaries, played an
integral role in the creation of
ethical and political thought.
The analysis shows that
modern concepts such as
‘humanism’ and ‘political
philosophy,” also played a big
role. The article argues that a
contextual approach to al-
Tawhidi and his peers should
consider the interdisciplinary
nature of their work where
religious, philosophical, and
literary elements are
intertwined.

This date was particularly
chosen as it coincides with the day in
1973 when the General Assembly of the
United Nations adopted Arabic as its
sixth official language. In the words of
Audrey. Azoulay, Director-General of
UNESCO: "throughout the centuries,
Arabic has been at the heart of
exchanges between continents and
across cultures.”
